We will be learning:
In Science, we will be completing our unit on ‘Living Things and their habitats’. We will be sorting and classifying animals and micro-organisms. We will also study the work of the famous scientist - Carl Linnaeus.
In History and Geography, we will discover facts about the Mayan civilisation and explain who the Mayan people were and when and where in the world they lived. We will study the different Mayan Gods and find out about their number and writing systems.
In Art, we will be combining mixed media and printing to produce ‘KING KONG’ pieces of art. We will work to combine textiles, materials and collage. The children will be inspired by the illustrations of Anthony Browne.
In Music, we will be studying a glockenspiel unit, learning how to play a musical instrument using musical notation. The children will learn about duration, tempo, melody and pitch. 
In PE, the children will be enjoying swimming lessons this term. We will improve our stroke, stamina and endurance. We will also be developing our skills in football with Mrs Tyler. The children will improve their passing, dribbling, shooting and ball control.
In RE, we will be learning about Humanist views, different Humanist thinkers, their beliefs and Humanist symbols. Year 5 will take part in their statutory RSE lessons this term.
In computing, we will be learning about ‘Computer Systems and Networks’. We will learn about the importance of internet addresses and recognise how data is transferred across the internet. We will study how sharing information online can help people to work together. We will also continually focus on the importance of online safety.
In French, we will be learning about money and shopping. We will be using number words and learning to ask how much items cost. We will look at French food words and have conversations in a role-play market.

An adapted version
of this system is still used today: The Linnaeus System.

Living things can be classified by these eight levels. The number
of living things in each level gets smaller until the one animal
is left in its species level. This is how a dog would be classified.

Kingdom: Animals

Phylum: Chorodata
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Species: Lupus
